For the last two years, Gesell Institute of 

Human Development has coordinated a 

national effort to collect baseline and 

exploratory data on the Gesell Developmental 

Observation (GDO) ©2007. Schools from 

around the country were recruited in 2008-

2010 to participate in the GDO study. Data has 

been collected from a diverse sample of over 

1,350 children, families, and teachers. 

 

The new data will provide current information 

and updated trends indicating what children 

can and cannot do at various developmental 

stages. New products and materials for the 

GDO are currently under development based 

on this data, and a number of questions have 

come up from our customers, friends, and 

colleagues.
