Dr. Brazelton, a tireless advocate for families, is one of the foremost
authorities on pediatrics and child development. He is Professor of
Pediatrics Emeritus at Harvard Medical School and Founder of Brazelton
Touchpoints Center. He promotes family-centered care in pediatric and
early education settings around the world.

Dr. Sparrow is Assistant Professor in Psychiatry at Harvard Medical
